Anchorage, Alaska

DOWL led a multi-disciplined design team to complete this
three-mile collector and arterial road design project on the
east side of Anchorage. This project was funded by a $37.5
million general obligation bond approved by the voters of
Alaska in November 2002. Due to the nature of the funding
and the pressing purpose and need for this project to relieve
pressure on parallel facilities, the project was developed on a
rapid schedule resulting in a design start to construction
finish duration of four years - less than half the normal
development duration. Services provided by the DOWL-led
team included public involvement, transportation

planning and engineering, and complete environmental
documentation and permitting services.

Public Involvement. The project team understood the
critical role that early and continuous public involvement
would play in the successful completion of this project and
used several methods to provide project information and
take public comment. Three interactive public meetings were
held, presentations were given at more than 40 community
meetings, a website was developed, mailing and e-mail lists
were maintained and used to communicate regular project
updates through project newsletters. A project office was set
up so that interested parties could review the various reports,
project plans, and public comment.
