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Elmendorf AFB, Alaska

Under an indefinite delivery/indefinite quantity contract with
the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, DOWL was tasked with
designing roadway and interchange improvements on
Elmendorf AFB. Major modifications included: re-paving,
installation of 5 new traffic signals, conversion of the two-lane
section on Provider Drive to a 3-lane section, relocation of a
segment of Provider Drive to accommodate a future housing
project, roadway channelization, construction of a separated
multi-use trail the full length of the project, relocation of the
Boniface Gate guardhouse, landscaping, street lighting,

and significant water, sewer, gas, electrical, telephone, and
communication utility relocation.

PACAF opted not to relocate the Boniface guardhouse, and
the Alaska Railroad Corporation (ARRC) requested that PACAF
include an estimated $3.5 million overpass (funded by ARRC)
that would facilitate an upcoming railroad realignment project
that crossed the project area. DOWL fast-tracked the overpass
design to catch up with the design for the rest of the project.

DOWL's design team developed innovative design solutions
for several unique challenges faced on this project. One of
these regarded the railroad overpass that had to be designed
to provide the minimum horizontal and vertical railroad
