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St. Paul, Alaska
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This project addresses an improvement project for St. Paul,
Alaska. St.Paul Island, the largest of five islands in the Pribolofs,
lies 240 miles north of the Aleutian Islands. The State owns the
airport, including a 6,500-foot long gravel runway. Designing
improvements is the main subject of this project, particularly
drainage and pavement for runways, taxiways, and safety areas
and aprons. The State of Alaska Department of Transportation
and Public Facilities (DOT&PF) contracted with DOWL to provide
design services for improvements to the St. Paul Airport. The
objective and scope of the project was to construct the following
improvements:

* Pave the 6,500-foot by 150-foot runway and the
associated apron and taxiways.

* Expand the Airport Rescue and Fire Fighting/Snow
Removal Equipment Building.

+ Pave taxiways, both to the DOT & PF apron and to the TDX
apron (property line only)

* Pave the DOT&PF apron

+ Optimize the Runway Profile Grade and bring it into
compliance with Federal Aviation Administration (FAA)
Advisory Circulars (AC).

« Provide traffic signage as mitigation for Part 77
penetration of the approach surfaces on the eastern
end of the runway.

« Aircraft Turnaround on the north end of the runway.

» Small expansion of the aircraft-parking apron.
