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DOWL Engineers was retained by TRF Pacific, a developer of
commercial real estate, to be the prime site consultant in the
redevelopment of 43 acres of commercial property in the
downtown area of Woodinville, WA. The property was
assembled from a variety of parcels that included small
businesses, residential structures and open space. The new
retail center includes approximately 450,000 square feet of retail
space, a theater, parking areas for approximately 2,300 cars and
approximately 11,000 feet of new water, sewer and roadway
improvements.

DOWL's services included site feasibility assessment, land
surveying, preliminary geotechnical investigations, civil
engineering design, and environmental services.
